Scholarship:

In addition, there
will be a one-time scholarship in memory of Bryon McKim awarded in June 2018.

c. aperson, other than your parent or guardian, who is knowledgeable about you

each recommendation form and do not hesitate to remind them once again of the return date).

INFORMATION/SUGGESTIONS FOR APPLICANTS

1. Auditions (10 minutes maximum) and Interviews will be held the second week of May in the
auditorium of the Schuylerville High School. You will be contacted with the details of the date and
time.

2. Appearance, personality and ability to communicate are all considered in your audition and
interview. Please dress appropriately and remember to speak clearly.

3. If you are playing an instrument, singing a solo, or reading a monologue, please try to have a copy of
the music or the reading for the audition committee.

4. Solos are very difficult to judge fairly without an accompanist. A piano is available at the audition
location. Please make every effort to bring an accompanist with you. Please let us know if you will
be using a digital accompaniment and if you need setup time for any additional equipment.

5. Itis a good idea to arrive at least 10 minutes early for your audition. A warm-up room will be made
available to you upon request.

6. We cannot emphasize this too much - PLEASE CHECK TO MAKE SURE YOUR THREE
RECOMMENDATIONS ARE MAILED ON OR BEFORE APRIL 20, 2018. A MISSING
RECOMMENDATION FORM CAN INVALIDATE YOUR APPLICATION.
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
